How to use this product {EFE A%

Loosening B-2 Lock Down Knob and turning SX-6 Worm
Gear in the "UP"direction will move the Aperture upwards.
Turning SX-6 Worm Gear in the "DOWN"direction will
move the Aperture downwards.

One revolution of the Adjusting Knob equals an adjustment
of approx. 2mm (5/64") or one line on the scale.

One click equals an adjustment of approx. 0.2mm (0.008").
One revolution of the Adjusting Knob equals 10 clicks.
Remember to tighten the B-2 Lock Down Knob after each
adjustment.
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2 Turning the SX-4 Windage Knob in the "IN" direction will
move the Aperture to the right. (In the case of left-handed
archers, it will move to the left)

Turning the SX-4 Windage Knob in the "OUT" direction will
move the Aperture to the left. (In the case of left-handed
archers, it will move to the right)

One revolution of the Adjusting Knob equals an adjustment
of approx. 0.8mm (1/32").

One click equals an adjustment of approx. 0.06mm
(1/32").

One revolution of the Adjusting Knob equals 12 clicks.

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Sight pin can be twisted to make coarse adjustments by
loosening SX-10 cap screw using the supplied 2.5mm
hex wrench.
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Coarse vertical adjustments can be made by loosening
the B-2 Lock Down Knob, then pressing the SX-5
Release Lever, and sliding the aperture block up or down.
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*Please depress the release lever fully when making
adjustments. Not doing this might result in excessive
wear to the Worm Gear.

1 Loosen and remove SX-10 cap screw by turning in the
indicated direction with the supplied 2.5mm hex wrench.wrench.
It is helpful to note down distance P to ensure
correct positioning of sight pin after exchange.
Removing the SX-10 cap screw will also cause
SX-8-1 spacer to come loose, please make sure not
to lose either of them.
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2 Twist AR-15 sight pin in the direction indicated direction
to remove.
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3 Turn Aperture Block sideways as shown, and screw in
new sight pin.
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4 Screw new sight pin through SX-8 Sight Pin Locker. Make
sure Sight Pin Locker is oriented correctly.

In case your windage needs adjustment (arrows hitting
left/right), adjust by turning Windage Knob, or twisting
sight pin, until the position is consistent with the one prior
to exchange.
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
